Filling up of the vacant DGM/DE Posts on Adhoc /regular basis-regarding
Respected Sir,


In the above subject, we would like to draw your kind attention to the following points to be considered for filling up of the vacant DGMs and DEs vacant Posts on Adhoc and regular basis.
PROMOTION TO JAG (ADHOC)

1. APARs and VCs were collected for promotion to 1376 JAG (Adhoc) posts vide BSNL letter no. 451-15/2011-Pers.(DPC) dated 22.02.2012 including 53 officers of 147 group available at serial nos. 20 to 37 and at 1127, 1129, 1131, 1134, 1135, 1137, 1139, 1141, 1143, 1145, 1146, 1148, 1150, 1152, 1153, 1155, 1156, 1158, 1161, 1162, 1164, 1165, 1166, 1167, 1169, 1171, 1172, 1173, 1175, 1176, 1177, 1178, 1179, 1181, & 1182. (Document-1)
2. Due to the 147 litigation 1142 officers retired till 30th June 2013, without promotion and the list is reduced to 234 only, against whom the DPC for promotion to JAG (Adhoc) was completed before 01st July 2013. But, BSNL was waiting for the outcome of Kerala High Court.  (Document-2)

3.  On 1st July 2013 the High Court of Kerala endorsed the order of CAT Ernakulam and quashed the Seniority list dated 27th March 2008 of 147 officers. 

4. Immediately, BSNL on 02nd July 2013 implemented the Kerala High Court order and released the JAG (Adhoc) promotion list of 119 officers with new seniority list excluding the 147 group officers as, their present seniority list dated 27th March 2008 was quashed by CAT  Ernakulam  and also by  Kerala High Court.  (Document-3)

5. JAG promotion orders for 23 left out cases were also released on 4.7.13, 24.7.13, 16.8.13, 8.10.13, 23.10.13, 6.11.13, 9.11.13, 18.2.14, 21.2.14, and 4.7.14, but excluding the 147 group.

6. It is to be noted that these 147 group officers were not dropped for having below standard APARs or VCs but, only implementing court orders and revising the existing seniority lists accordingly. 

PROMOTION TO STS (ADHOC)

Similarly, BSNL had promoted 1587 officers to STS (Adhoc) vide letter No. 412-12/2013-Pers.I dated 19.7.2013.  107 left out officers were also promoted on 23.7.13, 26.7.13, 7.8.13, 20.8.13, and 9.9.13. 147 group officers were excluded from these promotion lists.
PROMOTION TO STS (REGULAR)

1. BSNL had promoted 470 officers to STS (Regular) vide letter No. 412-16/ 2013-Pers-I dated 25.10.2013. 113 left out officers were also promoted on 13.11.13, 27.11.13. 6.12.13, 17.12.13, 15.1.14, 24.1.14, 11.2.14, 4.3.14, 28.4.14, 25.6.14, 5.9.14, and 9.9.14. 
2. BSNL had promoted 246 officers to STS (Regular) vide letter No. 412-16/2013-Pers-I dated 16.8.2013. 32 left out officers were also promoted on 4.10.13, 25.10.13. 147 group of officers were kept out of these promotions. 

BSNL AND 147 CASE

1. It is evident from the above observations on promotion orders that BSNL has implemented the CAT Ernakulam and Kerala High Court Orders and quashed the retrospective seniority list dated 27th March 2008 of 147 officers.  Revised seniority list of 147 officers without retrospective seniority is the order of the day.

2. The Hon’ble Supreme Court in its order dated 11.11.2013 in 147 case has directed: “In the meantime, status quo, as it exists today, with regard to seniority of the parties shall be maintained.”   (Document-4)
3. Status quo, as it exists today, with regard to seniority as on 11.11.2013 must be the revised seniority list following which BSNL has effected all promotions after 1.7.2013 order of the Kerala High Court, not the seniority list existed up to 30.6.2013 with retrospective seniority to 147 officers.
4. BSNL has promoted 2303 officers including 147 group officers to STS Regular on 20.8.2014 by mis-interpreting the court order inviting Contempt of Court case.
5. BSNL cannot revert back to the old seniority lists which was quashed by the courts and immediately implemented by BSNL for several promotions. BSNL must justify the drop of 147 group officers from several promotion lists.
6. BSNL should immediately rectify their faults and allow normal and smooth promotion to the seniors, deprived of promotions due to series of court cases.

7. A small group of 147 and 270 persons are making 20,000 seniors to suffer and compelling them to retire without legitimate promotions. 

In view of the above, it is requested to you kindly intervene in the matter .so that the vacant DGMs/DEs posts can immediately be filled-up which is the urgent need of BSNL field units.
