Issue of an arbitrary order to harm fundamental rights under law of BSNL absorbed executives to get entitled category of residential Type-V and above quarters by the BSNL Management-Our protest against.

We would like to bring to your kind notice in the above subject matter and reference, the letter issued by the BSNL Corporate Office SR Cell states that henceforth, officers who are placed in NFSG JAG pay scales E6(IDA) 14300-400-18300(CDA Pre-revised) or in higher pay scales will only be eligible for Type-V accommodation in New Delhi and Officers drawing pay in lower pay scales will not be eligible for type-V accommodation even if they reach or exceed the pay equal to lowest of the NFSG JAG pay scales.  
This is against the classification of residence Rule under S.R. 317-B-5. As per the provisions of this rule, an officer will be eligible for allotment of a residence of the type shown in the table below.

Recently about 30 type-V residence quarters are under construction in Kali Bari and AGM (Building) has called for the applications from the executive who are entitled for getting Type-V residence. Accordingly few senior STS executives have also applied for the same. Being senior they are liable to get certain number of Type-V residence. 
Under a well planned manner an arbitrary order was issued to deprive STS Officer to get Type-V residence in spite of their entitlement, by SR section. It is quite clear that the order issuing authority is not empowered to do so under any law but just to deprive the STS category executives.

It is a matter of violation of statuary regulation issued by Ministry of Urban development, directorate of Estates and under Rule SR 317-B-5. No order can be issued which goes against the basic rules without the approval of administrative Ministry and Ministry of Urban Development above referred. 
We would therefore, request you to kindly intervene in the matter and take necessary action for with-draw the letter issued on 24.02.2009 in this regard at an earliest.
